Lions Donate to Local Food Bank

A couple of months ago, the Smoky Lake Food Bank was very low on supplies. When the signal reported on
the near empty shelves, | was confident the community would rise to the call. And they certainly did, with many
individuals putting food into the donation boxes and even some cheques coming our way. Cash was needed to pay
the grocery bills that purchase fresh food and Smoky Lake Lions Club came to the rescue just in time.

The Lions organization assists people internationally with projects such as eye-glass recycling, disaster
relief and programs to combat disability and inspire youth. In addition, every local Lion’s club can contribute to their
own surrounding community. Throughout the county of Smoky Lake, Lions arte very active on a local scale. The
para-transit bus provides transportation to seniors, those physically challenged, and others who need to be driven to
medical appointments or social outings. Our local Lions Club have been sponsoring the swimming lessons at
Hanmore Lake, important for children's water safety and healthy development. They contribute funds to many
programs that are run by volunteers in the community which would struggle to exist if not for the Lions. Because
Lions Clubs work locally, they can serve the unique needs of the community.

The Smoky Lake Food Bank has recently received $1000 from the Waskatenau Lions Club just as they and
Smoky Lake Lions Club has provided to the Food Bank since starting in 2006. The Smoky Lake Lions Club is well
known for their pancake breakfasts. On the morning of Heritage Day Parade and Rodeo, Smoky Lake Lions were up
early making batter and flipping food on the grill to start our day off with a community breakfast. People not only got
to eat and socialize with their neighbours; they were able to give to a good cause. Last year, the money was donated
to STARS, a medical service helicopter while this year, all the money taken in was committed to the local food bank.
On September 22, 2009 the Smoky Lake Lions Club presented Noreen Easterbrook, chair of the Smoky Lake Food
Bank with a cheque for $2880. Easterbrook thanked them by saying a few words.

“The Smoky Lake Food Bank volunteers would like to extent our appreciation for the contribution of the
Lion’s Club. Lion’s assist many people and organizations in need and we are thankful for all your hard work. The food
bank provides food to individuals and families experiencing temporary shortage of food resources. Last year,
volunteers responded to 90 calls in this county. In the past several months, calls have more than doubled. We've
been in operation for over three years with the Lion’s club supporting us right from the start. While people in the
community help by donating non-perishable food, your financial contributions pay for things such as fresh produce,
milk, eggs and meat. Donations from the general public are cyclic, increasing near Christmas, but your financial
donations have provided consistency. This goes a long way toward the more than $5,000 per year needed for
families. You've given money in previous years and now, this amount you've raised from the heritage Day pancake
breakfast is unsurpassed and it is only through your loyal consistent support, the food bank can operate. With
heartfelt gratitude we thank you for helping to fill the gap.” In addition, the Lions made another donation. When an
offer made from the Smoky Lake Old Fashioned Bread Bakery could not be accepted due to a non-functioning
freezer, the Smoky Lake Lions Club discussed and approved the purchase of a new freezer for the food bank. This
means proper  storage for a regular supply of bread and muffins donated by the bakery as well as other donations
including meat without risk of it going bad. Perhaps one of the Lions caught a whiff of an idea that a freezer was
needed. So, next time you see our local Lions (or other local volunteers/organizations) selling tickets, raising money
or pitching in on projects, support them and be thankful that they are in our midst. Lions work to help others support
humanitarian projects and our community is greatly improved by their generosity.
