The Wetaskiwin Lions Club started the Eyeglass Collection project in 1991 by placing a collection box in 
Dr. Martin's office. Soon after other locations followed. 

The eyeglasses are collected in official Lions International boxes placed in Dr’s Eye care, Family Eye 
Clinic, Visionmaster, Good Shepherd Lutheran Home, the Senior’s Centre, Peace Hills Lodge and        
recently one was located at the Greyhound Bus Depot. 

The Wetaskiwin Lions Club collects the glasses located in these businesses. When the club has        
collected about 200 pounds, they are taken to the Canadian Eyeglass Recycling Centre in Calgary by 
Highway 13 Trucking. The Recycling Centre has the distinction of being the First Operational Recycling 
Centre in Canada. 

The program operates at the Calgary Correctional Centre. Volunteer offenders and one Correctional 
Officer oversee the program with six Lensometers online. The eye glasses are sorted, cleaned, and 
proper prescriptions are placed on each pair. They are then packaged and distributed to programs and 
needy people throughout the world. 

The club recently packaged 1,000 eyeglasses which were shipped to the Correctional Eyeglass         
Recycling Centre. 

This project is successful with the assistance from the various businesses’ and committee chairperson 
members Lions Henry Peters, Henry Haukenfrers and Cliff Reed.

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NEW LIONS CLUB HOLDS SUCCESSFUL FIRST FUNDRAISER 

 

 Ferintosh residents Bronsdon and Christine Squires received a nice pre-Christmas surprise Nov. 6 when 
informed they had won $5,000 in the Camrose Swans and Roses Lions Club’s 50/50 raffle.  

 The raffle was the first major fundraiser for the club, which received its official charter June 20. 

 “It was very successful thanks to a number of club members,” said Camrose Swans and Roses Lions Club 
president Brian Kroeger. “Thanks to the perseverance of our chairperson we were able to sell all the tickets.” 

 The raffle raised a total of $10,000, half of which has been donated to the Hot Breakfast Program at four 
Camrose Schools: Charlie Killam, Chester Ronning, Sparling and Camrose Composite High. 

 Each school’s program will receive $1,188. 

 “We could have chosen from 20 different charities, but this was the first one that came up and we were 
desirous as a club of going that way,” said Kroeger. 

 “The club will be supporting other worthwhile causes as we move ahead.” 

 The Hot Breakfast Program at Charlie Killam School runs one hour every day and feeds between 50 and 
60 students. 

 “There are definitely kids who come who have not had breakfast,” explained Hope Heck, who runs the 
program. 

 Research has shown that breakfast is the most important meal of the day and that kids who start the day 
with a meal have better cognitive ability. 

 “If they are hungry when they start classes they aren’t able to focus,” said Heck. 

 The Camrose Swans and Roses Lions Club has been very busy in the few months it has been operating. 
Along with selling 50/50 tickets it had the opportunity in September to have a barbecue/meeting at the new Cam-
rose Fire Hall. 

 “We barbecued hamburgers, then went on a tour of the building,” said Kroeger. 

 “It was a very enjoyable evening for everyone.” 

 One of the Camrose Swans and Roses Lions Club’s goals moving ahead is to increase membership and be 
a positive force in the com-
munity. Club meetings are 
held the first and third 
Wednesday of the month at 
the new Centra Cam facility 
(close to the airport).
