Reception for Lions held at Pigeon Lake Regional Library 
A thank you reception was held at the Pigeon Lake Regional Library on July 21st for the Ma-Me-O Lions 
Club.  The Lion’s donation of $60,000 a couple of years ago was a major factor in helping the library 
board and staff find a permanent home for the library at Ma-Me-O-Beach. There is a plaque on the wall 
noting the donation, along with others who have also made donations to this great cause. 

Originally the library was in the Lakedell School, but because of space issues they had to vacate the 
school. The library was then moved into a trailer at Ma-Me-O for a few years (rent free due to a         
generous local citizen). When the current building became available, the library board “bit the bullet”, as 
Janet Hutsulak explained, and bought it. After many hours of cleaning, painting, new flooring etc., the 
library opened in December of 2006 and held their grand opening May 26, 2007. It is an attractive facility 
and a pleasant surprise to people like myself who move into the community and find out that an area of 
this size offers a public library - a very desirable component of any community. 

As a tribute to the Lions Club’s generous donation, one corner of the wall became the Lions Den. A   
wonderful children’s mural was painted by Dale Shuttleworth, Donna Brunner and Gayle Fairwell. The 
reception thank you was also forwarded to these three individuals for all their donated time in creating 
and painting the mural. The Lion theme was used effectively. A number of stuffed lions have also found 
a home in the library. 

Another donation was received recently from Encana. $1,000 was presented by Don Letinewitz to 
Yvonne Adair, Vice-President of the library. This money is going toward the Summer Reading Program. 

The library is located on the highway in Ma-Me-O and is well worth a visit and a membership. A great 
investment. Library hours are 11:00 a.m. - 8:00 p.m. on Monday and Wednesday and 11:00 a.m. - 2:00 
p.m. on Thursdays, and on Saturdays during July and August.
